Observing the aquamarine and its color,
almost a sea water color, you can see where it
gets its Latin name. It is a member of the beryl family, as is the emerald, and has a color range of
blue green to faint light blue. Due to it being so pale of color the expectations for its clarity is high.
It is very rare to see a darker aqua than the Swiss Blue Topaz and then it is usually carefully cut to
enhance the color and beauty of the stone. The color ranges of aquamarine lies in the trace
amounts of iron impurities in the beryl structure, and are dependent upon the concentrations of
Fe2+ to Fe3+*, within the beryl crystal, and where the iron impurities are located. Inclusions, which
beryl’s and particularly aquamarine have, offer very interesting features: distinctive long, hollow
tubes help you quickly identify it as a member of the beryl family. When enough of them appear in a
stone, the “cut” can produce cat’s eyes or stars, which collectors highly prize. AQquamarine has a
hardness of 7.5 the Mohs scale of hardness. This beautiful stone is moderately priced.

Some of the folklore of this beautiful stone is; sailors belief in its power to calm the seas and help
get them through the worst of storms; with this calming effect it is thought to give a soothing
influence on relationships; also to bless the one wearing it with happiness and keep or make one
youthful. As for its healing abilities, it is said to: reduce the effect of poisons and thrust out anger
and negativity, then give mental peace and clarity, for emotional and mental balance; to aid in
meditation, and help reduce dependence on drugs.

Aquamarines are mined in a number of exotic places including Nigeria,
Madagascar, Zambia, Pakistan and Mozambique, but most of the
gemstones available today come from Brazil.

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Article of Interest
Moving Rocks in Death Valley National Park Playa

DGMS Editor — A Time Article
Have you ever seen rocks slide cross a playa? Among other mysteries of Death Valley National Park is the sliding rocks
at Racetrack Playa (a playa is a dry lake bed). You may see them in the playa with long trails behind them or quite
short trails. But the question is; how do rocks, some of them weighing a few hundred to seven or eight hundred
pounds, slide on the playa? No one has ever seen the rocks move about but many people have their own theory.

Here are a few facts about Racetrack Playa. It is a lake bed which is pretty flat and usually always dry. It is about 4
kilometers long (2.5 miles - north to south) and about 2 kilometers wide (1.25 miles - east to west). The surface is
covered with mud cracks and the sediment is made up mainly of silt and clay. As it is in Death Valley, it is an arid
climate. However, when it by chance rains, the lake bed becomes a slippery mud.

Since there are no human or animal foot prints behind, near
or surrounding the playa, it suggests the trails moved when
the playa floor was covered in that slippery mud. OK, so how
did they move along? Maybe it is “blown” along by winds.
Stronger winds may start the movement with lesser winds
keeping it going. As the bed would be of slippery mud, there
would not be any river bed disturbed to be blown away.
Curves in the trails would suggest the change in velocity and
direction of the lesser wind, maybe.

Could it be ice that aids the rock movement? Say maybe a thin sheet of ice on the rocks as well as on the lake bed. This
theory has been suggested; but, then eliminated in favor of the wind theory. The best liked explanations have to do
with wind involved as the energy source moving the rocks. But still, do they slide when encased in an ice sheet or
simply side over the muddy surface? Maybe both of these possibilities are at work moving the rocks. Like they have
said, it may not be near as interesting to tell about, read about or ponder if the real answer were revealed to us.

Field Trips ChitChat - Did You Ever...?

Ever thought about having the following items in your rock hound back pack? | have paraphrased
some of this article so it would fit into our needs. The first item has been around for a good long time |
understand. But, the second one, | am not sure of it’s tenure in the rock hound field. Check them out
and see what you think.

Item 1: Mirror Source and cost: Two for $1 at a Dollar Store.

Use: Reflecting sun light to light up deep pockets in the rocks. What fantastic crystal is hiding in that
deep pocket in the rock? Rock hounds often carry a flashlight to look into pockets and this is fine for
cloudy days; but, reflected sunlight is thousands of times brighter and lets you light up the whole
pocket. Note: this is not a new idea. Reflected sunlight is how the Egyptians lighted the deep
chambers in the pyramids for their artists to do their fantastic paintings.

Iltem 2: Long tweezers: Less than $10.

Use: Picking up crystals from deep pockets in the rock or when fingers are not so nimble for picking
up the small finds. Have you ever tried to pick up a good crystal in a pile of gravel only to have your
big, clumsy fingers shove the crystal out of sight? Long tweezers will safely grab what you want from
everything else. Warning: As you walk around picking up crystals with the tweezers, you look like a
crane with a long beak catching fish. Source and cost: Lapidary supply houses, rock shows.
